April 15, 2014
The regular meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Tuesday, April 15, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Councilpersons Bob Burnett, Rodney Strait, Brian Parrish and David Signorelli were present. Councilpersons Mary Ann Ferris and James Coulter were absent.  Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser and Community Development Director Reuben Perdue. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilman Strait gave the Invocation. 

Mayor DeMarco reported that he had spoken with Prosecuting Attorney Joe Shaffer and Mr. Shaffer indicated that he would send Tracy Cook from his office to Shinnston to have a class with the Shinnston Police Department on enforcement and prosecution of drug-related crimes.  Herndon, Blosser and Perdue presented their semi-monthly reports.

Mayor DeMarco reported for the Shinnston Development Authority that the newspaper supplement had been well received and the group felt the quality of the piece was extremely good.  The group had also discussed surveying the populace to see what kind of business should be sought, creating a promotional u-tube video and having a business breakfast.

City Manager Herndon reported that the Museum had their quarterly meeting and programs had been set.  She stated that the Museum’s outreach in social media seemed to be more effective than the programs and that in future resources may be allocated differently.

Councilperson Strait reported that Planning and Zoning had met and would be getting ordinances to Council for approval which would allow properties along Route 19 to be marketed as either residential or commercial.

Mrs. Herndon reported that the Park Board had met with Reuben to be updated on the opening of the pool for the season and had also approved buying benches and trash receptacles for the park.
