The Public Hearing of the Shinnston City Council for Proposed FY 2015-2016 General, Coal Severance, Excess Levy and Water Fund Budgets was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, March 9, 2015 by Mayor Sam DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, James Coulter, Brian Parish, and Patrick Kovalck were present. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser, City Attorney Trey Simmerman, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Maxine Weser of 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston asked if anyone knows how much is in the Excess Levy. She stated the Water/Sewer Funds should be self-sustaining. She stated the General Fund is in bad shape. Also that the Police Department is down 2 officers and they should not be replaced. She said there is a $5,000 raise for the Community Development Director – he should not get that. If there are more duties assigned, he should “suck it up”. She says $162,000 could be saved, there should be a reduction in force, and urged the 2015-2016 Budget not be passed tonight.
Linda Hollar, 69 Ferguson Street, Shinnston asked why they were taking $500 away from the Library. Travis Blosser replied they made small cuts everywhere.

Jim Slusser, 505 Thomas Street, Shinnston asked about the year-end financial statement. How can you prepare a Budget without knowing a starting figure?

There were no other comments.
