On the issue of the Levy Rates, there was no comment.
On the issue of the Creation of a Water Board: Darwin Watson, 907 East Avenue, Shinnston, WV read a statement opposing the creation of a Water Board. He stated it creates another level of control. It is another control as a maintenance program will be implemented. Maintenance is currently being done as manpower and finances permit. There already is control by Council, City Manager, and Finance Director. This will just remove more control of the City from Council. It is stated this Board will be modeled after the Clarksburg Water Board. The Clarksburg Water Board is an elected Board, not appointed.

On the issue of Sanitary Board there was no comment.
