Maxine Weser of 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston stated she understands the necessity of the rate increase.

Mike Ridenouer of 695 Down Bridge Road, Enterprise understands the increase but wondered how someone behind him can have free water. Mayor DeMarco reminded Mr. Ridenouer the issue under discussion was the rate increase.
Cheryl Van De Grift 948 Hood Avenue, Shinnston expressed concern about the effect on low-income citizens and asked it the increase could be a step increase. City Manager Herndon explained about Rule 42 and the study that was done to enable the City to apply for grants and loans for the Water Project.

There was a discussion about rates.
