Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

February 9, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, February 9, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and Pat Kovalck were present. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett was absent. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser, Governor Tomblin’s Representative, Dot Underwood, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Councilperson Ferris moved to accept the Minutes of Regular Meeting 1-12-15; Public Hearing 1-26-15; Work Session 1-26-15. Councilperson Parrish seconded the Motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote after corrections.
Petition of Citizens: Glenn Rife of 50 Roosevelt Street, Shinnston spoke to Council to ask for speed limit signs coming in to Shinnston from the new bridge. Cars are entering the City at too high a speed.

James Slusser of 505 Thomas Street, Shinnston stated the General Fund is in the red. He reiterated his complaint regarding the dead meter at Trinity Church. He presented a list of documents he is requesting under the Freedom of Information Act.

Under Executive Reports: City Manager Blosser presented a revised Budget proposed at the last meeting. He stated he has been reviewing applications for Finance Officer.
Maxine Weser started to speak and Mayor DeMarco pointed out the Petition of Citizens is the time period for Citizens to speak, this is the Council’s time.

Mayor DeMarco had no report.

Tourist Information reported Shinnston was represented at #GoToWV (Tourism Day at the Capitol). Was interviewed twice on camera and in the interview with Road Trippin’ was able to tell about the Theater in the Park program in Shinnston.
Councilperson Coulter reported Shinnston Development Authority met February 2. It was voted to do the Supplement with the Fairmont Times. Councilperson Ferris has resigned from the Development authority for personal reasons.

Dot Underwood, Governor Tomblin’s Representative, presented a grant from the Department of Health and Human Services in the amount of $14,500 for the Growing Healthy Communities Program, Shinnston Thrives.

Councilperson Ferris moved to appoint Jill Fratto to the Shinnston Development Authority for the unexpired term of Mary Ann Ferris. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to set the Public Hearing on Proposed FY 2015-2016 General, Coal Severance, Excess Levy, and Water Fund Budgets for 7:00 P.M. February 23, 2015 in Council Chambers. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Parrish moved to read by Title Only. Mayor DeMarco seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

City Manager Blosser read: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON PPROVIDING FOR A PROPOSED CHARTER AMENDMENT, WHICH CHARTER AMENDMENT WOULD AMEND SECTION 9 BY DESCRIBING WITH GREATER PARTICULARITY THE JOB DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CITY MANAGER.

Councilperson Ferris moved to accept on Second and Final Reading. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Councilperson Ferris moved to read by Title Only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Coulter moved to accept on Second and Final Reading. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
