Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Vice-Mayor Burnett read a Resolution in Support of the Industrial Heartland Trails Network. Councilperson Coulter made a motion to adopt the Resolution. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Nice-Mayor Burnett made a motion to re-schedule the Work Session to Tuesday, May26, 2015 due to the observed holiday on May 25. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Vice-Mayor Burnett requested a discussion on Fluoride be put on the Agenda for the May 26 Work Session.
