Regular City Council Meeting
City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

May 12, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:11 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, May 12, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and David Signorelli were present. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, Community Development Director Reuben Perdue, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Vice-Mayor Burnett moved to accept the Minutes of Regular Council Meeting 4-15-2014; Public Hearing, Special Meeting, and Work Session of 4-28-2014 as presented. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he participated in a meeting with Board of Education members David Sturm and Alan Gorrell and Anthony Fratto, Assistant Superintendent, Operations and Facilities, City Engineer Steve Cain, and Community Development Director Reuben Perdue regarding the need of the City of Shinnston for more information on the tennis courts. An agreement was reached that more information should be forth-coming.

Mayor DeMarco reported he participated in the Relay For Life Parade and attended the Harrison County Mayors Association meeting and the subject of the meeting was the Drug problem.

City Manager Herndon reported completion of the Hazard Mitigation Grant. She received information today from the Harrison County Commission on the program PROTECT THE NEXT GENERATION, a drug prevention program to be taken into the schools at the 5th grade level.
Assistant City Manager Blosser reported he and City Manager Herndon have been working with the Department Heads on new purchasing procedures. The new procedure gives Department Heads responsibility for budget purchasing up to $500. Purchases of $501 to $5000 must be approved by either City Manager Herndon or himself. Purchases of over $5000 to $24,999 will require approval by both City Manager and Assistant City Manager. The Department Heads will be introduced to Chart of Accounts and how to understand and use it..

He explained to Council the new electronic tracking system for work orders, customer complaints, vehicles, etc.

Mayor DeMarco asked about the Water Plant filter schedule. Assistant City Manager Blosser updated Council on the plans.
Community Development Director Perdue reported he spent time with Public Works and Pool Staff getting the pool ready for opening. The Big Elm Play Days are May 22 and 27.

He reported Friday was the first show of the Theater in the Park and the next show is next week. The Bike Rodeo is Saturday. The event is paid for with grants. He continued that Pool Staff will now be called Park Staff. One person will be Pavilion Staff. Park Staff will in addition to being Life Guards will be assigned to Park duties as needed. We have a good staff this year.
There is a concert May 29 and the opening of the Bike Dirt Track will be that night also. He reported we got food feedback from the Arts & Crafts Festival. There will be plantings at the Community Garden May 28, 29, 30, and 31 with a ribbon cutting reception at the Community Garden. Jewel City Church is getting involved with the Community Garden and came out to the Park to help with the clean-up. There will be a semi-pro football team playing at Stydahar Field. Mayor DeMarco suggested we do more to publicize the Vintage Theatre shows.

Councilperson Parrish moved to read by title only. Councilperson Ferris seconded the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Signorelli seconded. There was a discussion on what other cities are doing with Home Rule. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Vice-Mayor Burnett moved to read by title only. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
City Manager Herndon read: ORDINANCE WITH RESPECT TO THE LEASE PURCHASE OF CERTAIN EQUIPMENT FROM WESBANCO BANK, INC. AND AUTHORIZING THE TAKING OF ACTIONS RELATED THERETO.
Vice-Mayor Burnett moved to accept on Second Reading ORDINANCE WITH RESPECT TO THE LEASE PURCHASE OF CERTAIN EQUIPMENT FROM WESBANCO BANK, INC. AND AUTHORIZING THE TAKING OF ACTIONS RELATED THERETO. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Parrish moved to read by title only. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Assistant City Manager Blosser read: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA, AMENDING THE ORDINANCE OR RATE SCHEDULE ESTABLISHING A REVISED SCHEDULE OF JUST AND EQUITABLE RATES, FOR THE SERVICE AND FACILITIES FURNISHED THE CUSTOMERS OF THE WATER SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA.
Councilperson Signorelli moved to adopt on First Reading AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA, AMENDING THE ORDINANCE OR RATE SCHEDULE ESTABLISHING A REVISED SCHEDULE OF JUST AND EQUITABLE RATES, FOR THE SERVICE AND FACILITIES FURNISHED THE CUSTOMERS OF THE WATER SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA and amended to set the Public Hearing for June 9, 2014 in Council Chambers at 7:00 PM. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

City Manager Herndon sent out some e-mails regarding the increase of water and sewer deposits. She spoke to our Attorney and he said we do not need an Ordinance, just a vote to raise the deposits.
Mayor DeMarco moved to raise the Water deposit to $60.00, Sewer deposit to $90, and commercial deposit to $100 for Water and $150 for Sewer. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mayor DeMarco moved to go into Executive Session for reason of Public Finance. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Signorelli moved to return to Regular Session. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Signorelli moved to adjourn. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
