Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

June 8, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, June 8, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Brian Parrish, and Pat Kovalck were present. Councilperson Ferris was absent. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Petition of Citizens: Maxine Weser of 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston spoke against having a Water Board.

Jim Scudere of P O Box 130, Enterprise suggested Council consider making the lot at the corner of Pike and Main streets into a parking lot to make parking more convenient for shoppers in downtown Shinnston. Councilperson Coulter agreed with this. He stated we do not have the funds for the proposed building at this time and could use the lot for parking until we are ready to build. Councilperson Kovalck agrees, as long as it has green space.
Howard Smith of 300 Duff Avenue, Clarksburg (Blue Sky Rentals) also spoke in favor of this area as a parking lot. He stated the City needs convenient parking.

Connie Wolfe, 135 Willard Road, Shinnston of WesBanco, spoke in favor of the parking lot.

Darwin Watson, 907 East Avenue, Shinnston spoke against the Water Board being created. He stated the Sanitary Board had been in existence for over 20 years.

Linda Hollar, 69 Ferguson Street, Shinnston spoke against the creating of a Water Board.

Execuollar, 69 Ferguson Street, Shinnston spoike against creating the Water Board.Holl
tive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he is working with the Harrison County Development Authority on compiling a list of candidates for the position of Director for the newly elected Board in July.
City Manager Blosser reported the street sweeper is back in service. Public Works is patching streets. He is reviewing streets for paving this year. The consumer confidence report is available at City Hall and will be available online and in the newspaper.
He stated needing parking is a good thing. He also said eliminating cutting grass there will be a good thing.

Mayor DeMarco asked if we submit our water in water contests. City Manager Blosser said yes, at water conferences.

Councilperson Strait asked Connie Wolfe about the number of parking places required by the people working in the WesBanco Building. She said they have 11 now and are planning to bring in another 4. He then sked her how many parking places does she think we need. She said 30.

Councilperson Coulter stated the Shinnston Development Authority met and voted to change the by-laws to allow an employee appointed by the City Manager to be a member of the Development Authority. The Development Authority is considering another change that would have a business owner, even if they lived out of City Limits, to be on the Board. An inventory of buildings in downtown Shinnston was done.
We are looking into funding for the July 1 fireworks.

Vice-Mayor Burnett made a motion to approve the Minutes of Regular Meeting 5-11-2015; Work Session 5-26-2015. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Coulter made a motion to remove AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING PART ONE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FOR AND CREATE THE SHINNSTON WATER BOARD AND TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR THE TRANSFER, CONTROL AND OPERATION OF THE MUNICIPAL WATERWORKS SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON TO THE SHINNSTON WATER BOARD from the table. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed with 5 yes votes and a no vote from Councilperson Strait.
City Manager Blosser stated he is still in favor of creating a Water Board. It was introduced during the Improvement Plan. He is still in favor of it in the long term, but has listened to the comments, and in the short term, the failure of the Water Board will not cause reforms from being initiated. The Improvement Plan was adopted so things will not change in the short term. Councilperson Coulter stated he wants us to be ready for the future.

Councilperson Parrish made a motion to read by Title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

City Manager Blosser read: AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING PART ONE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FOR AND CREATE THE SHINNSTON WATER BOARD AND TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR THE TRANSFER, CONTROL AND OPERATION OF THE MUNICIPAL WATERWORKS SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON TO THE SHINNSTON WATER BOARD.
Councilperson Parrish made a motion to adopt the Ordinance. Councilperson Coulter seconded. 

In the discussion of the motion, Councilperson Strait .stated the City Manager is to maintain a 5-year Plan for the Water Plan and oversee the employees. He stated Council needs to make a point of going to the Water Plant. Mayor DeMarco said Council needs to have a Water Committee.

The motion was defeated with 5 votes Nay and Councilperson Coulter voting Aye.

Councilperson Coulter made a motion to remove AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING PART ONE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON MORE SPECIFICALLY ARTICLE 141 OF THE SHINNSTON SANITARY BOARD AND TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR THE CONTINUED TRANSFER, CONTROL AND OPERATION OF THE MUNICIPAL SANITARY SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON TO THE SHINNSTON SANITARY BOARD from the Table. Councilperson Parrish seconded.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco made a motion to read by Title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

City Manager Blosser read: AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING PART ONE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON MORE SPECIFICALLY ARTICLE 141 OF THE SHINNSTON SANITARY BOARD AND TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR THE CONTINUED TRANSFER, CONTROL AND OPERATION OF THE MUNICIPAL SANITARY SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON TO THE SHINNSTON SANITARY BOARD.

City Manager Blosser stated voting this Ordinance down does not remove the Sanitary Board.

Councilperson Parrish made a motion to adopt the Ordinance s written. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Vice-Mayor Burnett and Councilperson Coulter voted Aye and Mayor DeMarco and councilpersons Strait, Parrish, and Kovalck noting Nay. Motion defeated.

Councilperson Coulter made a motion to adjourn. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed ny unanimous vote.
