Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

June 9, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:17 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, June 9, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and David Signorelli were present. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, City Engineer Steve Cain, Community Development Director Reuben Perdue, City Attorney Tom Michael, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek. 
It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Petition of Citizens: Maxine Weser, 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston stated there was no notice of the May 26 Public Hearing on Home Rule. She stated she is against the taxes under Home Rule. She also called into question the legality of the May 26 Meeting.
Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he went to the Ribbon Cutting at the Community Garden and was interviewed by WBOY.

City Manager Herndon sent her report electronically. 

Assistant City Manager Blosser stated he had met with Bond Council about refinancing of bonds to come back into compliance. He also met with the attorney being hired to be City Judge.

City Engineer Cain reported they have been chasing a leak. The tanks have been down. They are not sure if it is a leak or Power Plant draw. He is meeting with the Power Plant about their changes. Calibration of meters and telemetry has been started. He explained it is a complex system. The tanks are about half full and they cannot get them back up.

The new filters are expected to be in and working by the end of July.

He said the pre-construction meeting for the East Avenue Sidewalk Project is June 18. The contractor has held the bid for a year and a half.

Community Development Director Perdue introduced Amanda Herrod, Pool Manager. He stated Public Works saved the City money by fixing a clog at the pool. Pool revenues are coming in well.. Cheryl Van De Grift thanked the City for the Daycare Discount.
Perdue stated the Imagination Playground has been a huge success. He reported some events – Family Night will be Monday with Smurfs II as the movie and the Fearless Fools will perform June 27.

We are working on buying a stage for $1700 rather than renting one from Bridgeport for $1700. It will have no cover but is larger. We are running commercials on WBOY for Shinnston events and businesses in partnership with the businesses. The Bocce Tournament was a success and raised almost $3000. 

Jim Feaster is leaving Shinnston. There will be a reception at the Museum Saturday from Noon to 2.

City Building Inspector McElroy sent an electronic report. 34 permits were issued. Enforcement issues continue. Mayor DeMarco asked if we have a log of violations. City Manager Herndon explained there has been a time lag due to Mr. McElroy’s retirement from the County and the agreement with the City. Yes, the log is now in place.
Mayor DeMarco moved to table the Approval of Minutes. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Ferris moved to accept and certify the results of the City Election. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
City Manager Herndon reminded Council per Charter, there is a meeting in Council Chambers at Noon on July 1 to choose Mayor and Vice Mayor.

Councilperson Ferris moved to read the Ordinance on Second Reading by title only. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
City Manager Herndon read: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA, AMENDING THE ORDINANCE OR RATE SCHEDULE ESTABLISHING A REVISED SCHEDULE OF JUST AND EQUITABLE RATES, FOR THE SERVICE AND FACILITIES FURNISHED THE CUSTOMERS OF THE WATER SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON, WEST VIRGINIA

Mayor DeMarco moved to accept the Ordinance as presented. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Ferris moved to read the Police Court Ordinance on First Reading by title only. Mayor DeMarco seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
City Manager Herndon read: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PORTIONS OF ARTICLE 173 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON RELATING TO POLICE COURT
Councilperson Signorelli moved to accept the Ordinance on First Reading. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Ferris moved to read the Zoning Ordinance on First Reading by title only. Mayor DeMarco seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

City Manager Herndon read: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE 2003 INTERNATIONAL ZONING CODE ADOPTED BY THE CITY OF SHINNSTON
Mayor DeMarco moved to accept the Ordinance on First Reading. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

A Public Hearing for both Ordinances was set for July 14 in Council Chambers at 7:00 P.M. to be followed immediately by the Regular Council Meeting.
Councilperson Ferris moved to accept Budget Revision II for Fiscal Year 2013-2014 as presented. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

There will be a kick-off of the BAD Buildings Project with Brownfields Assistance Center. Time and date to be announced.

The Mayor asked about a Maintenance Program – do we have one. Assistant City Manager  said we bought Maintenance Software to track all maintenance of vehicles and equipment. Dusty is doing GIS mapping of the systems and he is working with Public Works to get on track.

Jessica Miller of 107 Monroe Street, Shinnston asked to speak about speeders on Monroe Street. The Police will be notified.

Mayor DeMarco moved to go into Executive Session for matters of Personnel. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Signorelli moved to return to Adjourn. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
