Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

July 14, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:10 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, July 14, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and David Signorelli were present. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Mayor DeMarco administered the Oath of Office to Councilpersons Strait and Signorelli.

In Petitions of Citizens: 

Willard West of 914 Orchard Street, Shinnston asked if Emma Clarke was still writing Grants for the City of Shinnston. Mayor DeMarco replied, yes, she has 4 Grants pending at the moment. Councilperson Ferris stated that at the time Ms. Clarke left, she had Grants pending and since then was invited by the Grantors to submit follow-up Grant Applications.

Maxine Weser of 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston asked, what is the dollar amount of the Lease Purchase for the Water Plant? Assistant City Manager Blosser explained the Lease Purchase was for the Police Cruisers. Ms. Weser then asked questions about the Water Plant. Blosser explained the funds for the Water Plant had been voted on previously. He also explained we are doing maintenance. It has been neglected but we are addressing issues. As we mitigate issues and financing. He continued we have good water and are producing good water. 
Ms. Weser then asked what the anticipated lifetime of a Water Plant is. Blosser responded it depends on how the Plant is maintained and upgraded.

Linda Hollar of 69 Ferguson Street, Shinnston asked if Clarksburg can keep us in water on this side of the river. Blosser told her Clarksburg does not have the capability to keep us in water, however we also are able to get water from Monongah and Fairmont if needed. 
Councilperson Parrish moved to read by Title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Assistant City Manager Blosser read: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PORTIONS OF ARTICLE 173 OF THE CODIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON RELATING TO POLICE COURT

Vice-Mayor Burnett moved to accept the Ordinance on Second and Final Reading. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to read the Resolution by Title only. Vice-Mayor Burnett seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Assistant City Manager Blosser read: Resolution Regarding Municipal Court Judge.

Mayor DeMarco moved to accept the Resolution. Councilperson Signorelli seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mayor DeMarco swore in Judge Anthony J. Julian, Esquire as City Judge.
Vice-Mayor Burnett moved to accept the Minutes of: Public Hearing 6-9-14; Regular Meeting 6-9-14; Work Session 6-30-14; Organizational Meeting 7-01-14.  Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
In Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco had nothing to report.

Assistant City Manager Blosser welcomed Judge Julian as Judge for Municipal Court as he brings professionalism to the City Court System.

Blosser stated 90% of the filter have arrived and the other 10% is expected to be in soon.
Councilperson Ferris reported on the Museum Board Meeting. There was a discussion of how to proceed after the resignation of the Director. There were also discussions of Programs and the return on investments with Edward Jones.

Mayor DeMarco moved to read by Title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Assistant City Manager read: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE ZONING MAP CLASSIFICATION OF CERTAIN PARCELS OF LAND.
Councilperson Ferris moved to accept on First Reading. Councilperson Signorelli seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to set the Public Hearing and Special Meeting on July 28, 2014 at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to accept the Proclamation in Honor of Randall Hall. Vice-Mayor Burnett seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. Mayor DeMarco moved to pass the Resolution between WesBanco and the City of Shinnston to make a lease agreement to purchase two police cruisers. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Coulter moved to go into Executive Session for matters of personnel. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Signorelli moved to return to Regular Session. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Signorelli moved to adjourn. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
