Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

February 10, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, February 10, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and David Signorelli were present. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett was out-of-Shinnston. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Ferris gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, Chief-of-Police Carlson, Lt. Goad, Consultant Richard Barnett, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Tom Kirk of the Fusion Center and Mike Walker from Homeland Security Region 2 made a presentation about the Fusion Center. Councilperson Signorelli asked about a data base of liabilities to water systems.  The reply from Fusion was that Fusion has no data bases but has access to these data bases. Mayor DeMarco asked about training and was told they can contact Chief-of Police Carlson when training is available. 

Councilperson Signorelli moved to accept the Minutes of: Regular Council Meeting 1-13-2014; Public Hearing -2014; Work Session 1-27-2014; Special Meeting 1-27-2014 as presented. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he had received a thank you letter from Gwen Akers for the quick action and courtesy of the Public Works Department employees when her water pipes froze and she needed the main line shut off. She also noted that the office called back with a follow-up to let her know Public Works was on its way.
City Manager Herndon reported she was meeting with the Brownfields agency to discuss the next step of funding. She also reported she is now on the United Hospital Center Board and its the Finance Committee. She had orientation last week. The Harrison County Chamber of Commerce has an Economic Development Committee and she is Chair on the Committee,

City Manager Herndon reported the hazard mitigation demolition had been delayed due to their landfill being closed due to weather. They expect to be back next week.

Assistant City Manager Blosser reported he has been working on the budget. He has also been working with City Engineer Cain on the timetable and funding for the Water Plant.
Consultant Barnett reported he had been asked for an assessment of the hazards to our water system. He said he met with TectraTech. There are 1300 square miles in the original report. Our two main hazards are the fuel storage tank at Woods Boat House and the bridge on I-79 upstream of our water intake as the biggest hazard with the traffic crossing it every day which we have no control over.

He suggested an updated of our current Emergency Plan, stating it should be updated every 5 years for correct names and phone numbers on the Plan.

Under Board Reports: City Manager Herndon reported Floyd Fullen had donated $10.000 to the Library.
Councilperson Signorelli moved to adjourn. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
