April 21, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:06 P.M. in Council Chambers on Tuesday, April 21, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait (via phone), Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and Pat Kovalck were present. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser, Finance Director Scott Fowler, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Petition of Citizens: Cindy Scott 949 Hood Avenue, Shinnston, WV stated she had asked about a noise ordinance in the past and wanted to know the progress on this issue.
\City Manager Blosser said we are looking at Morgantown and Huntington s templates

Ms. Scott also asked about Vine Street asking if a SLOW – Children at Play sign could be put up on Vine Street.

In Executive Reports: Councilperson Coulter reported Shinnston Development Authority met April 6. There was a discussion about vacant buildings. Board members will ID vacant buildings and we will discover who is the owner, and to see if they want to sell or rent.

Councilperson Ferris reported the Museum Board met but there was no quorum.

City Manager’s Report: The League of Cities will again be sending letters offering the citizens of Shinnston water line insurance.

Blosser then introduced City Finance Director Scott Fowler to Council. He stated the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity came from the Public Service Commission.
The Mayor and Council welcomed Mr. Fowler.

Mayor DeMarco read the proposed Proclamation for the National Day of Prayer, May 7, 2015. Councilperson Ferris made a motion to accept the Proclamation of May 7, 2015 as National Day of Prayer. Vice-Mayor Burnett seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco read the proposed Proclamation of April 24, 2015 as General Federation of Women’s Clubs Day.

Councilperson Ferris made a motion to accept the GFWC Proclamation as presented. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Councilperson Coulter made a motion to adjourn. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
