Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

July 13, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, July 13, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, and Pat Kovalck were present. Councilperson Brian Parrish was absent. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

There were no Petitions of Citizens.
Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he is still working with the Harrison Development Corporation and they expect to have a Director hired by August 1. He also was the MC for the July 1 Independence Celebration.

City Manager Blosser reported: An update on Grants stated the Trail Restroom Grant is being surveyed, the Charles Street Grant is in SHPPO, and the East Avenue Sidewalk Grant is almost completed.
He explained The Harrison County Development Corporation is not to be confused with the Harrison County Development Authority. It has an elected Board.

Blosser stated he is working with Bridgeport for a Building/Code Enforcement Agreement. The attorneys of both cities are reviewing it now.

Blosser gave explanations of the resolutions on the Agenda. The Resolution to authorize bank signatures is to allow City Manager Blosser, Vice-Mayor Burnett, and Councilperson Ferris to sign documents to facilitate electronic transfer of Bond debt service payments and will allow the consolidation of the bank accounts. The second Resolution is authorizing the submission of 3 names to the County Commission for appointment to the reorganized Harrison County Development Authority. The third Resolution is the first Budget Revision and will restore the $500 to the Library in the Budget. It will also show Enterprise Sanitation Inc money coming in and then going out to ESI.

Mayor DeMarco asked if the surveying was part of the Grant. Blosser replied yes. Asked about the Veterans Memorial, Blosser stated the engineers are still working on cleaning up the rock at the Veterans Memorial. Councilperson Kovalck asked about paving and street cleaning. It is scheduled to resume as soon as the rain stops. Mayor DeMarco inquired about the Grant Application for the Streetscape. Blosser said it is pending for 2017.
There was a discussion regarding the City lot at Pike and Main Streets and sidewalks in General.

Dorothy Hickman of 42 Charles Street, Shinnston said she was concerned about parking and traffic from Gibby’s Ice Cream across the street from her house. She requested special parking be set up for residents affected.

In Board Reports: Kathleen Panek reported for the Shinnston Tourist Information Center that now that Gillum House Bed & Breakfast has a Tesla charger and a Universal charger all the other electric cars, Shinnston is now programmed into ever Tesla car and listed on the Tesla Charger web site as well as the government’s Alternative Fuels and Plugshare web sites as having a charging station for electric cars.
Councilperson Ferris reported the Museum Board met at 2 P.M. and elected the same Officers and authorized the Museum Director, Bradon Noon to have the roof checked. The Museum will be hosting a reception on August 2 from 2 to 4 honoring the Shinnston Garden Club on its 86th Anniversary. There will be a reception on Aug. 9 from 2-4 honoring Don Vincent. There will be extended hours during Frontier Days. Lee Reger stated the roof was done by Tim Hogan. He was told the problem was with the hatch.

Vice-Mayor Burnett made a motion to accept the Minutes of Regular Meeting 6-8-15 and Work Session 6-29-15 as presented. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mayor DeMarco made a Special Presentation to Lee Reger who was the Shinnston ONTRAC Volunteer of the Year. Reger reported the Community Garden is doing fine but he feels we have not done enough with the education and youth involvement. He feels it needs structure – committees.

Councilperson Ferris made a motion to adopt A Resolution authorizing bank signatures to execute all such documents as are necessary to facilitate the electronic transfer of the Bond debt service payments as presented. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Strait made a motion to adopt A Resolution authorizing the City Manager to submit three names to the Harrison County Commission for possible appointment to the reorganized Harrison County Development Authority as presented. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. City Manager Blosser stated he needed 3 names from Council to be submitted. He was given Blosser, Kovalck, and Strait.
Councilperson Coulter made a motion to adopt A Resolution to approve first budget revision of the Levy Estimate of the General Fund of the City of Shinnston for FY2016 as presented. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to go into Executive Session Pursuant to WV Code 6-9A-4(b)(2)(12) – To discuss any matter which, by express provision of federal or state statue or rule of court is rendered confidential, or which is not considered a public record within the meaning of the freedom of Information act as set forth in article one chapter twenty nine-b of this code. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Strait made a motion to return to Regular Session. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Strait made a motion to adjourn. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
