Regular City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

August 10, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, August 10, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, and Pat Kovalck were present. Councilperson Brian Parrish was absent. Mayor DeMarco led the Pledge of Allegiance Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Travis Blosser, City Attorney Trey Simmerman, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

James Aliff of 75 Walnut Street, Shinnston spoke about debris in the air from a house being torn down. He asked if there was asbestos in the shingles on the roof.
Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he attended the receptions for Shinnston Garden Club Day, August 2, 2015 and August 9 as Don Vincent Day at the Museum.

City Manager Blosser reported Public Works continues patching. He is meeting this week with DSOH regarding the Veterans Memorial issue. He has been appointed to the Harrison County Development Authority by the County Commission. He attended the Municipal League Conference with the City Clerk. He was elected to several Offices and Committees. Blosser spoke about forming an Audit Committee to choose the auditors. Councilperson Coulter asked for clarification on the bid process for the Committee. Councilperson Kovalck asked by when were the Committee names needed. Blosser replied needed by the next meeting. Mayor DeMarco asked if the patching was done in all 4 Wards. Blosser replied it will be all around the City. He asked Council for a list of missed pothole locations. Blosser aid the street sweeper has been fixed and has been sweeping.
Councilperson Strait brought up that trash has been put out without cans and animals have been spreading the trash.

Mayor DeMarco said he was at the Tennis Tournament and asked who was responsible for the grass cutting at the courts. Blosser responded the Board of Education. The Mayor will check on it.

There was a discussion about the water on Clement Street, sidewalks, and drainage issue.
There were discussions regarding Stantec and the Water Project and on the Audit.

Mayor DeMarco asked if we had a Prevention Resource Officer this year. Blosser replied that we do. Chris Harris will be trained by the Chief who was a PRO. We have one Officer in the Academy and one will graduate in 2 weeks.
In Board Reports: Councilperson Ferris reported on the Receptions at the Museum.

Vice-Mayor Burnett made a motion to accept the Minutes of Regular Meeting 7-13-15 and Work Session 7-27-15 as presented. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

A Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute depository documents with WesBanco. City Manager Blosser gave an explanation of the documents. Councilperson Ferris made a motion to approve the Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute depository documents with WesBanco. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

A Resolution authorizing the City Manager to publish for bids the installation of a public parking lot. Vice-Mayor Burnett made a motion to adopt the Resolution. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
A Resolution approving amendments to the City’s Utility Improvement Plan. City Manager Blosser explained this removes language from the previously adopted Improvement Plan. Councilperson Ferris made a motion to accept the Resolution. Councilperson Strait seconded. Councilperson Coulter asked if this was because Council voted NO on the Water Board. Blosser replied yes. Councilpersons Ferris and Strait withdrew the motion until a revision could be provided. Mayor DeMarco made a motion to Table. Councilperson Coulter seconded. The Resolution was Tabled.
Councilperson Ferris made a motion to go into Executive Session for matters of Personnel. Councilperson Kovalck seconded the motion.

Councilperson Strait made a motion to return to Regular Session. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Strait made a motion to Adjourn. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
