Special Shinnston City Council Meeting

The Special Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:06 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, November 30, 2015 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and Pat Kovalck were present. Also present were Interim City Manager Debra Herndon, City Attorney Trey Simmerman, Development Director Reuben Perdue, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Mayor DeMarco read the Resolution for an Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Shinnston and the Whitehall Public Service District. Interim City Manager Herndon explained Shinnston supplies the water to Whitehall PSD but they supply the sewer system to Whitehall. If a customer does not pay his sewer bill, Shinnston cuts off the water. His is the same agreement Shinnston has with the Hepzibah PSD. Whitehall will no longer read our meters and will pay the cut-off fee. Voce-Mayor Burnett made a motion to accept the Resolution. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Interim City Manager Herndon the paving to the upper Park and the upper playground were both done through Water Conservation Grants. This year weight is given to applications for repairs and maintenance. This is a 50/50 Grant for pool repairs. Matching funds will be from the Levy 20% for Recreation. Mayor DeMarco made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION ALLOWING PARTICIPATION IN LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND GRANT PROGRAM. Vice-Mayor Burnett seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Strait made a motion to adjourn the Special Meeting. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
