Special Shinnston City Council Meeting

The Special Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:28 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, April 28, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, and David Signorelli were present. Councilperson Brian Parrish was absent. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, City Engineer Steve Cain, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Councilperson Ferris moved to read ORDINANCE WITH RESPECT TO THE LEASE PURCHASE OF CERTAIN EQUIPMENT FROM WESBANCO BANK, INC. AND AUTHORIZING THE TAKING OF ACTIONS RELATED THERETO be read by title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mayor DeMarco moved to adopt the Ordinance on First Reading. Councilperson Ferris seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mayor DeMarco moved to set the date for the Public Hearing on the Ordinance for May 12, 2014 at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

It was determined the Intergovernmental Agreement with the Board of Education regarding tennis courts on the agenda was not required. Mayor DeMarco explained to the citizens present that the City had yet to receive any information on the tennis courts. The City wants assurance that we are getting the tennis courts we are paying for. Shinnston wants specifications on the tennis courts.
Davis Sturm, President of the Harrison County Board of Education was present and stated the Board also is asking for answers to question they asked of the Superintendent. He invited the Mayor, City Manager, Assistant City Manager, and Council to attend the Tuesday Board of Education meeting. 

Member of the Board of Education Allen Gorrell stated the Board wants to work with the City of Shinnston.
