The Special Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:05 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, November 24, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Mayor Sam DeMarco, Councilpersons James Coulter, Mary Ann Ferris, and Brian Parrish were present. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett and Councilpersons Rodney Strait and David Signorelli (in hospital) were absent. Also present were Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Assistant City Manager Blosser explained the proposed Ordinance to acquire ownership of private property.
Councilperson Ferris moved to accept on Second Reading AN ORDINANCE TO ALLOW THE CITY OF SHINNSTON TO ACCEPT THE SAVE-A-LOT PROPERTY. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Linda Hollar asked if the property would be sold. Blosser said it will be discussed with the City Attorney regarding what is required to sell the property after annexation.
