Special Shinnston City Council Meeting

City Of Shinnston, West Virginia

March 21, 2016
The Special Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, March 21, 2016 by Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett. Mayor Sam DeMarco was out-of-town. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and Pat Kovalck were present. Also present were City Manager Amy Wilson, Finance Officer Scott Fowler, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Vice-Mayor Burnett led the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Under Petition of Citizens: Maxine Weser of 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston stated she has been asking for a printout of the income and expenditures of the Levy. She also asked if the Agenda of meetings could be posted on the City’s Facebook page. In regard to the Levy printout, Mr. Fowler said he could have that printout Wednesday. 
Councilperson Ferris made a motion to Table the Minutes of March 14. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Ferris made a motion to move the Action Items on the Agenda to before the Public Hearing. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Vice-Mayor Burnett read the Resolution to authorize Councilperson Mary Ann Ferris as Designated Signer of the Police Resource Officer (PRO) Application.

Councilperson Kovalck made a motion to accept the Resolution as presented. Councilperson Strait seconded.  Vice-Mayor Burnett and Councilpersons Coulter, Strait, and Kovalck voted Aye. Councilperson Ferris abstained as she was to be the signer. Councilperson Parrish abstained due to constraints as a Federal Employee. 

Councilperson Ferris made a motion to authorize City Manager Wilson to sign the Agreement between the City of Shinnston and the Harrison County Board of Education regarding the Prevention Resource Officer. Councilperson Kovalck seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Ferris made a motion to read by Title only. Councilperson Coulter seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

In giving a summary of the Resolution and Order for the City of Shinnston Excess Levy, Vice-Mayor Burnett read the Resolution.

RESOLUTION, ORDER AND NOTICE OF SPECIAL ELECTION FOR AN ADDITIONAL

 MUNICIPAL LEVY TO THE VOTERS OF THE CITY OF SHINNSTON


Please take notice that at a special meeting of the Council of the City of Shinnston, State of West Virginia, held on the 21th day of March, 2016, as provided by law, the following Resolution, Order and Notice was made and entered of record, to wit:


The Council of the City of Shinnston being of the opinion that the maximum levies for current expenses authorized by Article 8, chapter 11, of the Code of West Virginia as amended, will not provide sufficient funds for the payment of current expenses of the City of Shinnston, including expenditures for the purpose or purposes hereinafter set forth, and that an election should be held to increase such levies under the provisions of Section 16, Article 8, Chapter 11 of the Code of West Virginia, as amended, it is hereby ordered:

1. That the purpose or purposes for which additional funds are needed are as follows: 

A. To provide funds to repair, maintain, and resurface existing city streets and sidewalks;

B. To provide funds to maintain, operate and improve recreational programs and facilities.

2. That the total approximate amount for said purposes is as follows: (Annual Total)

A. Streets and Sidewalks: $108,658 or 80% of total received,

B. Recreation: $27,165 or 20% of total received.

Total: $135,823 before allowances for discounts, exonerations or delinquencies.

3. That the approximate amount for said purposes is: (Grand Total for levy term):

A. Streets and Sidewalks: $543,292 or  80% of total received,

B. Recreation: $135,823 or 20% of total received.

Grand Total: $679,115 before allowances for discounts, exonerations or delinquencies.

· Allowing for tax discounts (2%) and exonerations / delinquencies (5%), the City anticipates net collections of $126,451 per year or $632,255 over the 5-year levy term.

4. That the separate and aggregate assessed valuation of each class of taxable property within Shinnston is as follows:

5. That the proposed additional rate of levy in cents per each $100 of assessed valuation on each class of property is as follows:

Class I

  6.25 cents

Class II

12.50 cents

Class IV          
25.00 cents

6. That in the event that the separate and aggregate valuation of each class of taxable property within the City of Shinnston increases during the term of the special levy, the funds generated in excess of $632,255 shall be appropriated proportionately to the same purposes.

7. That the proposed year to which additional levy shall apply are the fiscal years beginning July 1, 2017; July 1, 2018; July 1, 2019; July 1, 2020; and July 1, 2021.

8. That the Council will not issue bonds upon approval of the proposed levy.

9. That the question of such additional levy shall be submitted to a vote at the Special Municipal Election to be held on the 7th day of June, 2016.

10. That the notice calling such election shall be given by the publication of this order at least once each week for two successive weeks before said election in two newspapers of opposite politics and of general circulation in the territory in which the election is held.  If there is only one newspaper published in the county, said publication shall be made therein.  All provisions of the laws concerning general elections shall apply as far as they are practicable, except that a separate ballot shall be used at such election when held in connection with any other election.

Councilperson Ferris made a motion to adopt the Resolution for the Excess Levy as presented. Councilperson Parrish seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Ferris made a motion to adjourn the Special Meeting. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Special Meeting adjourned at 7:20 PM.
