Work Session Shinnston City Council

The Work Session of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:15 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, May 26, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Mary Ann Ferris, Rodney Strait, and David Signorelli were present. Councilperson Parrish was absent. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Executive Reports: Mayor DeMarco reported he participated in the Boy Scout Memorial Service at the Veteran’s Memorial for the Retiring the Flag Ceremony. He spoke and thanked the Veterans.

City Manager Herndon reported she assisted the City Clerk in the Poll Worker Training. She reminded Council it is mandated by Charter that they meet at Noon on July 1 to choose the Mayor. She met with Jill Fratto regarding the Shinnston Thrives Grant. There is one month left in the Program.
She reported Community Development Director Perdue has been busy getting the pool ready. The first Big Elm Play Day (K-2) is scheduled for Thursday. And the second Play Day (3-5) is Tuesday.
Assistant City Manager Blosser reported he participated in a Government Day Program with Big Elm Third Grades on Monday. All Department Heads were present as the children were learning about City Government.

He delivered the first grant he wrote to Charleston – an Anti- Underage Drinking Grant for $7000.
City Manager Herndon suggested Council may wish to consider the up-coming Board appointments prior to the June Meeting. One person is under consideration for two Boards but wishes to serve on only one. She suggested considering the Assistant City Manager as a Board appointment.

Under the agenda item Budget Revision, she stated this is the usual adjustment of Budget at the end of Fiscal Year. There was a discussion of the revisions under consideration. It will be up for vote June 9.

Under Department Updates, Assistant Manager Blosser reported he does not have much interaction with Community Development Director Perdue as he manages his time and activities quite well. The Shinnston Police participated in a major drug bust. The Police Department is working with him on a revision of their Standard Operating Procedures. Chief Carlson took Blosser to Buckhannon to participate in the Strawberry Festival for the Governor’s Highway Safety event and to meet the members of the Safety Committee. We received compliments on our cruisers.
The Water situation is better. The Gypsy tank is at 26 feet and all the other tanks are full. The Power Plant is working on their water problem. Clarksburg has the capability to test the Power Plant meter. We are waiting for them to be available.

He stated the telemetry need to be re-calibrated.

Council went into Executive Session on matters of Personnel, Advanced Engineering, and Finance.
