Work Session Shinnston City Council

July 28, 2014
The Work Session of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:30 P.M. in Council Chambers on Monday, July 28, 2014 by Mayor Sammy J. DeMarco. Vice-Mayor Bob Burnett, Councilpersons James Coulter, Mary Ann Ferris, Rodney Strait, Brian Parrish, and David Signorelli (via telephone) were present. Also present were City Manager Debra Herndon, Assistant City Manager Travis Blosser, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.
Under Petition of Citizens: Marion Russell of 608 High Street, Shinnston asked if the Council followed Roberts Rule of Order. Mayor DeMarco stated we do. Mr. Russell stated no you do not because there is no Secretary’s Report and no Treasurer’s Report. Mayor DeMarco explained Council operates under the Rules of Public Meetings promulgated by the State. Minutes are adopted by Council. Mr. Russell stated Roberts Rules are not being followed.
Maxine Weser, 70 Ferguson Street, Shinnston stated no one is paying attention to the City’s funds. She asked, “Who is minding the store?” Asked why money is going to the Harrison County Board of Education for tennis courts.  Asked if the filters and drains had been replaced at the Water Plant. She also asked how much money had been paid to the Board of Education. Assistant City Manager answered her questions by stating, “No, the filters and drains had not been replaced yet.” He said the media (sand) required had not been delivered yet. He stated we had paid the Board of Education approximately $27, 000.
Willard West, 914 Orchard Street, Shinnston asked if Mrs. Herndon and Mrs. Ferris on the Museum was not a conflict of interest. He stated if the Museum fails, the Museum’s money goes to the City. Councilperson Ferris asked Mr. West if he wanted to serve on the Museum Board. He stated it was not about him, that someone would serve.
Cindy Scott, 949 Hood Avenue, Shinnston addressed Councilperson Strait about the Shinnston Volunteer Fire Department using houses on Hood Avenue as practice entries and them being used as SWAT exercises. She was told the Shinnston Fire Department is not a part of the City – it is a separate entity entirely. She also asked about the proposed boat ramp stating she did not want it.

In Executive Reports: Assistant City Manager Blosser stated the Water Plant is in planning stages with the entities involved to make the repairs to the Water Plant. He updated Council on the things he has been working on.
City Manager Herndon said she had nothing to report. 

Community Development Director Perdue submitted an electronic report.

Mayor DeMarco requested the Work Session in August have a discussion of life guards to pool patrons ration to help Community Development Director Perdue. He also reported he had been sworn in to he Harrison County Development Authority Board on July 24.
